The Scripture verse, "My times are in your hand" (Psalm 

31:15), has become very real to us over the past several 

months.  It has felt like our lives have been on a "roller 

coaster" ride, with many 'ups' and 'downs'.  Just when 

we started seeing progress with Stathis' walking, after 

the third surgery on his left femur, he began to 

experience pain in his left hip.  As this situation 

worsened, he proceeded with x-rays and a different 

orthopedic surgeon.  On March 19, he had a five-hour- 

left- hip replacement operation.  He is now pain-free and 

recovering well (See photo).   Stathis is still on crutches 

but within a month, he should not need them, and should 

be allowed to drive again. 

  

Around Christmas time, Stathis received a phone 

call from a Cypriot fellow who had been given 

Stathis' phone number by a believer in Kitchener, 

Ontario, Canada.  They met at a cafe, and the fellow, 

Athos, shared his life story and how he is trying to 

start a new life after being in prison here in Cyprus.  

Stathis has continued to befriend Athos (see photo), 

but has learned some hard lessons about trust. Please 

pray for Stathis for wisdom, discernment and ñtough 

love," as he continues to meet with him regularly, 

and for Athos' salvation and development of his 

character.
