I love the field 

ministry because it offers complete interaction 

with what is going on with the pastoral 

ministries.   The bulk of the ministry in  

the Ugandan Church lies with equipping pastors in the villages, because 

this is where the majority of the people (about 80%) live.   False teachers 

and prophets have found fertile ground in the village churches because the 

leaders of the people donôt know the Scriptures well.  

 

We thank God for Pastor Wayne Barber, Curtis Brickely, (from Hoffmantown Church in 

Albuquerque) and AMG President, Paul Jenks, who visited and trained pastors at the April 

conference.
