
August 14th-August 17th I had the opportunity to go to Lima, Peru with AMG.  It 
was a quick business trip but it allowed me the chance to finally visit a childcare 
center.   

We arrived in Lima early Friday morning, 4am early!  After a few hours of rest 
we ate an unusual but tasty breakfast of fried pork, sweet potato, and onions 
on a bun.  It may sound weird but let me tell you it was quite good.  And of 
course, I had plenty of cafe con leche!   

After some breakfast we made the 45 minute journey to the outer part of Lima where there are shacks as far as the eye can 
see.  This is where AMG has two childcare centers in Saul Cantoral, Lima.  We visited the Dr. Spiros Zodhiates Center first.  

This is the largest of all the centers in Peru with over 200 sponsored children. Also, my parents, 
sister, Uncle Austin & Aunt Edie, and college friend all sponsor children here.  It was a blessing 
and a joy to meet each of these children and give them gifts from their sponsors.  This was one 
of the highlights of my trip.  At the center I was able to see the children fed, learn their Bible 
lesson for the day, and receive help with their homework.  One girl latched onto me after 
about 15 minutes of being there.  Her name is Maribel.  She is probably between 8-10 years old.  
I wish I could have communicated with her, but I did hold her hand and give her hugs.  I found 
out later that she doesn't have a sponsor.   

Later in the afternoon we made our way the other center in Saul Cantoral, Lima which is lo-
cated only a few blocks from the Dr. Z Center.  This center is much smaller with about 60 spon-

sored children.  These kids were precious and not shy!  Immediately they were all over me, touching my hair, holding my 
hand, and hugging me.  It was fun!  While at this center we visited some of the sponsored children's homes that were close 
by. It was humbling and eye opening.  Many of these homes only have one room and maybe a bathroom.  Most of the fam-
ily's only consists of a mother and her children, the father may come around once a week.  These mothers work hard trying 
to provide for their families.  I met one mother who makes small hanging baskets.  She can make about 60 in one day.  Then 
she travels to a high traffic area and sells them for 1 sole each, that equals about $.35.   

I woke up on Monday morning wishing I could go back to the centers. 

On Saturday I was able to sit on the AMG Peru Board Meeting.  It was great to hear about all 
the ministry in Peru, including Huarez where we have two childcare centers. It was encourag-
ing and exciting to hear about the ministry in Peru. I did hear many 
needs too, but God is faithful and will provide in His time.  I could proba-
bly write for pages about the exciting things God is doing in Peru.  If any 
of you would like to know more about the ministry AMG has in Peru 
please let me know, I will be happy to share more with you.   

My last two days in Lima I was able to spend some time with my family.  
It was wonderful to see and hangout with my Uncle David, Aunt Julie, 
Michael, and Nick who serve in Lima with Wycliffe Bible Translators.  
They showed me a great time! 

I can't wait to go back!
