This
ride focused on needs for Camp Joy. We had forty five
riders and raised over $2,200.00! Many volunteers
helped make this ride a great event!

Also in July, we helped facilitate the production of
Wordless Book bracelets at our home church Poplar
Springs Baptist. Over a thousand bracelets were needed
for an AMG team trip to India in mid July. These
bracelets were not the standard six beads and a string,
but the more complicated friendship bracelet weave.
PSBC volunteered to weave 300 of the 1000 bracelets
needed. Chris Petty, our pastor, set aside our normal Sunday School hour
for all the SS classes to participate, and 70 people were weaving like crazy!
Our responsibility was to coordinate the logistics for this to take place and
all went well and everyone had a great time! Just think, AMG volunteers
from several states made it possible for 1000 children in India to receive
this gospel tool and token of love!
