These last two months could very much be characterized by one wordðdeath.  Pau, the little boy 

who had an incurable genetic disease, who I met a couple of years ago in the park and had Bible 

classes with him for three months, died three days before his thirteenth birthday on Christmas 

day.  My nieceôs husband was hospitalized in January.  The doctors informed them that he had a 

very aggressive type of cancer.  He was given three weeks to three months to live, but died 

within a two-week period.  The best part of that story is that he accepted the Lord as his Savior 

while he was in the hospital. Many times I have mentioned Rosa Mari, a contact in the park who 

is now going to the evangelical church.  Her mother died very suddenly at the beginning of 

February.  On January 7, José, one of our faithful attendees at the senior citizen meetings, 

couldn´t get out of bed.  He was taken to the hospital thinking that it was his heart since several 

years ago he had open heart surgery, but no...they found he had lung and liver cancer.  He died 

on February 25, leaving behind his wife with advanced Alzheimerôs.  She is now in the 

evangelical hospital. Lourdes their niece took a leave from her job and took care of José, and will 

be the overseer for Asuncion.  Please pray for the salvation of Lourdes. 

  

I had a wonderful visit with Mother here in December and the beginning of January.  She was 

more than a fantastic help to me in counting the annual inventory at the bookstore.  We got close 

to 75 % of the inventory done before she left.  She also counted and packaged 30,000 tracts we 

had produced, worked on Christmas cards, and marked merchandise.
