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    Spring prayer letter 2008 

Dear Friends,  

 
In Psalm 91 we read, Those who love me, I will deliver; I will protect those who know my name. When 

they call to me, I will answer them.  

 
When we think of this Psalm, we are reminded that our Lord is with us no matter what the 

circumstances. The last few months have caused us to depend on the Lord's guidance and 

wisdom in a new way. My dad, Spiros Zodhiates, broke his hip and shoulder in December. Since 

his surgery he has been confined to a wheelchair or bed in a nursing home. 

 

Paul's father has had two surgeries in the past six months on his knees and is trying to learn to 

walk again. Much of our time the last few months has been spent giving both emotional and 

physical support to our parents. Although we do not know the future, we thank God that He has 

seen fit to give them a long life. We pray that He will sustain them and us during this time of 

difficulty. 

 
On the mission front, God is showering His blessings as Paul shares:  

 

In October 2007, I visited St. Luke's Hospital in Thessaloniki for the dedication of the new 

hospital wing.  Since construction for the expansion began we have seen record admissions and 

all patients are exposed to the Gospel.  In addition, many missionaries and needy individuals 

throughout the Balkans receive critical medical help. 

 

In January, I traveled to Indonesia for board meetings 

as our staff there is increasingly challenged due to 

more stringent laws restricting Christian work and 

education.  We have had to change the bylaws of 

AMG's constitution in order to accommodate the new 

government policy. Indonesia has the largest Muslim 

population of any nation in the world and the threat of 

persecution to believers is serious. There is a price to 

be paid for becoming a Christian in Indonesia. 

 
In February, I was planning to travel to India for 

AMG's annual "Hope for India" conference, but the 

visa application asked if I had ever been denied entry. 

I still do not know if they will allow me into the country after being denied entry two years ago.  

Others went from the office in my place.  Lois also needed my help on the home front with 

caring for our parents. But the leaders who went, Fotis Romeos from Greece, Pat Ragan and Rev. 

Alan Stewart from Chattanooga, reported on the thrilling success of the conference. The team 



went to equip AMG's national workers and hold evangelistic meetings. The spiritual and 

physical needs of these Indian Christians always overwhelm and humble us. Their spiritual 

hunger is so great and we have been given so much. 

 

When you receive this letter I will be traveling in Uganda. I have not been there for almost three 

years when I went to dedicate an AIDS clinic which AMG opened. The clinic actually treats as 

many malaria patients as HIV patients as malaria continues to be the most devastating illness 

there.  In addition, "Camp El Har" cares 

for many orphaned children who have 
lost parents due to AIDS or malaria. 

What a blessing it is to help the poor 

and needy as we are often advised to do 

in Proverbs --- "Speak out for those who 

cannot speak (such as children), for the 

rights of the destitute. Speak out, judge 

righteously, and defend the rights of the poor and needy." Proverbs 31:8-9 

 

On the home front, we are doing fine. Lois and I will celebrate our 35th wedding anniversary in 

June.  Erica will have her second baby in May. We thank the Lord for the health and strength He 

gives to us. 

 

Please pray for the following:  

1.  I injured my back during the month of February, perhaps by overdoing it as a care-giver as 

both Dads have been wheelchair bound throughout the late winter.  Please pray for a speedy 

recovery. It is especially difficult to travel with a bad back. 

 

2.  Pray for wisdom, encouragement, and strength for our parents as they face their twilight 

years. We also need the same as we advise and help! 

 

3.  Pray for a new broadcasting initiative at AMG called "Mission Advance."  These are one-

minute mission story segments designed to encourage interest and support in specific AMG 

ministries. Please pray specifically that many Christian stations will pick these up. Visit our great 

new website and see what a great job my coworkers have done at www.missionadvance.org.
